The division bench of
Justices Rekha Palli and
Saurabh Banerjee said that
they found “no infirmity in the
order of the single judge”, and
dismissed Saluja’s appeal. She
had sought permanent injunc-
tions to prevent her removal
and stop the resolution from
being voted on at the AGM.

On February 4, a single
judge of the HC had dismissed
her plea. Saluja, who is set to
retire by rotation, argued that
her appointment was for a
term of five years, ending 2028.

The order noted that while
she was appointed in 2023 for
a five-year term, the board
meeting and AGM minutes
explicitly stipulated retire-

ment by rotation.

“This clearly indicates that
the understanding of the
plaintiff that she is liable to
retire is not something that
was introduced for the first
time in 2025...It isevident that
the plaintiff has failed to estab-
lish a prima facie case ,” Justice
Purushaindra Kumar Kaurav
had said in his order.

Saluja’s plea was opposed
by four independent directors
of the company and the
Burman family, the largest
shareholder in REL, which
launched an open offer to
acquire an additional 26 per
cent stake. Saluja has offered
herself for reappointment, and
the outcome of the voting will
be known at the AGM.

Lotte Wellfood, a South
Korean confectionery com-
pany on Thursday, announced
the inauguration of one of its
largest ice cream manufactur-
ing facilities in Pune, with an
annual production capacity of
50 million litre.

The parent com-
pany of Havmor Ice
Cream India, Lotte
Wellfood had
invested X500 crore
in this manufactur-
ing plant and will con-
tinue to invest about $300
million in capacity and supply
chain expansion in India over
the next three to five years,
said Paul Yi, chief executive
officer (CEO), Lotte Wellfood
in a media round table inter-
action.

Earlier, in August 2024,
Lotte Wellfood announced the
merger of its Indian subsidi-
aries, Lotte India and Havmor
Ice Cream India, with an aim

to achieve 36,000 crore in
sales. Yi expects the merger to
be completed in March.
Currently, the revenue for
Havmor Ice Cream India is
around $200 million and it has
about 5 per cent market share
in the Indian ice cream mar-
ket. A majority of its business
being concentrated in Gujarat
and other central areas.
On the other hand,
Lotte India gener-
ates a revenue of
$150 million.

The Seoul-head-
quartered company
is also planning to

bring its other food pro-
ducts like cakes, cookies, bis-
cuits and other snack products
toIndian consumers. “InJuly,
we will be launching our
number-one branded confec-
tionery snack in South Korea,
called Lotte Peppero as a K-
snack to our Indian con-
sumers.

Ex-spot boy, son booked in fake
Dadasaheb Phalke award scam

The Bandra police have busted
a scam of giving out film
awards by using the name of
Dadasaheb Phalke. An FIR has
been registered against Anil
Mishra, a former spot boy, and
his son Abhishek. The duo
founded Dadasaheb Phalke
International Film Festival
(DPIFF) and misrepresented
its events as government
award ceremonies, pressuris-
ing film stars to attend.

The duo secured sponsor-
ships from reputed companies
and several state governments
since 2016 and used photos
and fake letters from the
President of India, the Prime
Minister, and several other
ministers to promote the festi-
val. As per the complaint, Shah
Rukh Khan, Alia Bhatt, Rekha,
Kareena Kapoor, Shahid
Kapoor, and many others
were deceived to attend the
festival.

The trademark registration
office had rejected Mishra’s
application to use the name
DPIFF. However, he continued
to use the name and went
ahead with organising the fes-
tival.

A case for cheating and
cheating by personation has
been filed against the father-
son duo and another
unidentified person on a com-
plaint by Sameer Dixit, 57, the
state president of the BJP Film
Union, Maharashtra. Dixit, a
resident of Thane West,
works as a film distributor
with an office in Andheri
West.

On February 4, the BJP
Film Union received informa-
tion that DPIFF would be
organised at the Taj Lands
Hotel in Bandra West on
February 19-20. The event was
to be organised by
International Tourism Festival
Pvt Ltd, whose director Anil
Mishra and his wife Parvati
had reportedly obtained per-

missions from various depart-
ments, including the police
and the Stage Performance

Scrutiny Board.
Further investigations by
Dixit and his colleague

revealed that Mishra and his
associates had begun promot-
ing the festival through a web-
site. They uploaded photos of
President Draupadi Murmu,
the Prime Minister, Home
Minister, former Prime
Minister Manmohan Singh,
Tourism Minister
Dharmendra Pradhan, and
other senior leaders, along
with fabricated letters con-
taining fake best wishes. They
falsely portrayed the festival
as part of the prestigious
Dadasaheb Phalke Award.
Mishra misrepresented the
event as a government festival
and secured sponsorships
from PVR Inox, Cinepolis, Big
FM, PNB Bank, and several
other companies, including
several state tourism depart-
ments and nationalised banks.

He also falsely claimed that
well-known  actors and
actresses would be present at
the event.

Additionally, Mishra was
selling festival tickets on
BookMyShow, pricing some
as high as Rs2.50 lakh for a
couple. He used the logo of the
government’s Pradhanmantri
Sangrahalaya on social media
to promote the event.
Moreover, he printed fake
visiting cards stating that he
was a consultant committee
member of the Food
Corporation of India.

Dixit stated, “This is a mass-
ive scam. Mishra deceived
public sector units and gov-
ernment agencies to secure
sponsorships. This is a private
award festival, but they pre-
tended it was a government
award and distributed hon-
ours to several big stars and
personalities. This is not just
financial fraud; it is also an
insult to the legacy of
Dadasaheb Phalke”

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Missed deadline:
HC allows student
to register for HSC

In a significant relief for a 17-
year-old student, the Bombay
High Court has directed the
Maharashtra State Board of
Secondary & Higher
Secondary  Education to
accept his offline application
for the upcoming Higher
Secondary Certificate (HSC)
examinations, despite the
deadline for online sub-
missions having passed.

The petitioner, Aditya
Brijesh Agarwal, approached
the court through his father,
Brijesh Priyasharan Agarwal,
after he couldnt submit his
application ~ before  the
December 31, 2024 deadline.
He sought to appear as a pri-
vate candidate under
Regulation 89 of the
Maharashtra Secondary &
Higher Secondary Education
Board Regulations, which per-
mits students who have not
cleared Class 11 to directly reg-
ister for the HSC exams.

Agarwal had cleared his
SSC exam in 2023 and secured
admission at KPB Hinduja
College. However, due to
medical and personal diffi-
culties, he was unable to pass
FYJC. He later sought to reg-
ister as a private candidate but

faced administrative hurdles.
He was informed by his col-
lege that three private registra-
tion seats were likely to be
available, but delays and lack
of coordination prevented him
from completing the process.
Despite repeated represen-
tations, including formal
letters and emails, his griev-
ance remained unresolved,
leaving him without an admit
card for the HSC exams sched-
uled to begin next week
(February 11). Arguing before
the court, his advocate, Prerak
Chaudhary, contended that
the arbitrary refusal to process
his application violated his
fundamental right to educa-
tion under Article 21 of the
Constitution. He also cited
violations of natural justice
and equality under Article 14.
State Board’s advocate Kiran
Gandhi opposed the plea stat-
ing that the process was con-
ducted “online” and the dead-
line had already passed.
However, a bench of
Justices AS Chandurkar and
Milind Sathaye allowed him to
apply through any recognised
college that had not exhausted
its quota for private candi-
dates. It emphasized that this
relief was granted in the
“peculiar facts” of the case and
would not set a precedent.
