ers are focusing on deepening their

presence in India by expanding their local
manufacturing footprint and research
capabilities, a move that can catapult India into
a strategic hub for the medical technology
(medtech) industry.

Among those increasing their reach in the
country are Siemens Healthineers and Philips,
signalling a broader shift from India being only
a sales destination to becoming a global pro-
duction and innovation base.

Siemens Healthineers, one of the approved
applicants under the Indian government’s pro-
duction-linked incentive (PLI) scheme for med-
ical devices, is investing ¥91.9 crore to locally
manufacture computed tomography (CT) and
magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) systems at
its Bengaluru facility. The firm is also construct-
ing a new integrated campus in the city with an
investment of 200 million euros (around 1,910
crore), which will become its largest global site
by builtup area. The campus will house research
& development (R&D), manufacturing, an inno-
vation hub, and India headquarters.

Hariharan Subramanian, managing director
of Siemens Healthcare, affirmed the company’s
bullish outlook on India, saying: “We believe in
India’s growth story and have an ambitious yet
focused vision for its future. Our goal is to
deliver sustainable and scalable health
care solutions that will transform
access to health care.”

He highlighted the success of
the company’s ‘Make in India’
initiative, noting that its mobile
C-arm Cios Fit, is entirely con-
ceptualised, designed, and man-
ufactured in India, and exported
to over 64 countries. Siemens has
further expanded its local manufac-
turing with the introduction of Multix
Impact E Digital Radiography X-ray systems in
Bengaluru and has also received approval to
manufacture RT-PCR Kkits for mpox detection
at its Vadodara site.

Meanwhile, Philips Healthcare is also ramp-
ing up its ‘Make in India’ efforts.

In the last few years, the company has cumu-
latively invested about X750 crore. It recently
announced that an investment of ¥350 crore
would go into the construction of a new R&D
facility to consolidate its Healthcare Innovation
Center (HIC) in Pune. The new 300,000 sq ft
research & development facility will house
around 1,900 employees and develop imaging
and image-guided therapy technologies for
global markets. The Pune centre is already a
global hub for mobile surgery, exporting equip-
ment to over 100 countries, including the locally
manufactured Zenition series of mobile C-arms.

This builds on Philips’ existing campus in
Bengaluru, where the company has invested
%400 crore to establish its largest innovation
hub focused on Al-led health care solutions.
This campus can accommodate over 5,000 pro-
fessionals in a 650,000 sq ft facility and has over

This campus has evolved to be the largest inno-
vation hub for the company globally.

Philips has also launched the ‘Make in India’
Affiniti Ultrasound machines.

This wave of investment is underpinned by
a confluence of cost advantages, policy incen-
tives like the PLI scheme, access to engineering
talent, and rising domestic demand. “It’s a per-
fect storm of opportunity,” said Vivek Tandon,
vice-president at consulting firm Primus
Partners.

“India offers a unique mix of cost arbitrage,
alarge STEM (science, technology, engineering,
and mathematics) talent pool, and stable policy
support. That’s why global medtech firms are

embedding India into their core value
chains,” he added.
Tandon adds that India is no
longer just a site for low-cost man-
ufacturing or support functions.
“We're seeing global capability
centres (GCCs) and innovation
hubs in India leading product
design, clinical research, artificial
intelligence in diagnostics, and
cybersecurity for health care sys-
tems globally,” he noted. Companies
like Medtronic, Boston Scientific, GE
HealthCare, and Stryker have also set up
expanded engineering and R&D operations in
cities like Bengaluru and Hyderabad.

However, challenges remain. Despite this
momentum, the localisation of India’s medtech
supply chain still lags sectors like automotive
or smartphones. “High-end modalities like MRI
and CT still rely on imported critical compo-
nents such as superconducting magnets or pre-
cision sensors,” said Tandon. “While Indian
firms are gaining traction in support compo-
nents, full value capture will require a stronger
local vendor ecosystem.”

The government is aware of these gaps.
Newer initiatives such as MedTech Parks, the
National Medical Device Policy, and the
MedTech Mitra platform are aimed at address-
ing regulatory clarity, supply chain clustering,
and startup mentoring.

“India’s medtech sector is at an inflexion
point,” said Pavan Choudary, chairman of the
Medical Technology Association of India. “The
global supply chain realignment away from
China is India’s big opportunity — and we’re
seeing that play out now.”

In an era where people can access top content in films or music across the globe with just
atap on their devices, AJAY BILI, managing director, PVR INOX, India's largest cinema
exhibitor, in an interview with Roshni Shekhar in Mumbai talks of the resilience and
significance of the theatre industry in a digital-first world. Edited excerpts:

Afterthe pandemic, alothas changed
inthe film industry. PVRINOX has
added initiatives to go beyond the
theatre business by expanding its
revenue stream and using cinemaasa
multi-purpose social hub. Will this
be the new norm for cinema
exhibitors?

Idon’tthinkso. Weare
comparingtwo different
formats of how movies are
watched. OTT (over-the-top
platform)isanother format
forhomeentertainment.
Homeentertainmentand the
cinema have been coexisting for
decades. Then there have been radio,
black-and-white television (TV) to
colour TV, satellite channels, and
DVDs (digital video discs) and now we
have cometo OTTs. Like many, OTT s
one moreadditiontohome
entertainment. We (the theatre
industry and the OTT platforms) are
notin competition. Both have their
ownplaceinthesun.

Allthat has changed now because
thereisawindow between the captive
audienceand the OTTaudience
(referringto the theatrical window,
where the period when films were
shown only in theatres before being
available in other mediums). However,
peopleare not straitjacketed. They still
want to have shared experiences and
shopping centres, and quick-service
restaurants are doing well. Similarly,
cinemaisashared experience outside
home and Ithinkit will always remain.
Itwasbecause the theatres were closed
for18-24 months during Covid that the
volume of OTTincreased. Butitisnot
an either-or thing. We are comparing
two different formats of filmmaking.

Secondly, inthe economic
rationale of movies, thereisnocapon
howmuch amoviecandowhenitis
released theatrically. Before Covid,
only one movie did aZ500 crore
businessand after Covid, seven

movies have done more than a3500
crorebusiness. That means theatres
are very much here tostay. Itisjustthe
number of movies that has reduced.
Also, there was a Hollywood (writers’)

strike and therefore, people are just
making too much out ofthis.

Several Marvel
franchises are expected. Here (in
India), Ranbir Kapoor’stwo movies,
AamirKhan’s Sitaare Zameen Par,and
Yash Raj Films’s War 2and Housefull 5
are some of the big movies this year.

Talking about South Indian movies
beingreleased across Indiaand
gaining huge momentum, do you
anticipate those to dominate the
cinemas in the near future?
Thereisnodomination. Itisjust that
youhavetotell astory that resonates
with the whole country. In the post-
Covid era, some movies thathave been
made by South Indian directors have
resonated with the whole country and
Ithinkitisagoodthing.

NEET-UG 2025 | Physics was tough, Biology lengthy, Chemistry difficult; one
parent-representative said students ‘came out crying’ from examination hall

Toughest paper since 2016 may
lead to fall in admission cut-offs

The National Eligibility-cum-
Entrance Test for
Undergraduate courses
(NEET-UG) 2025 was con-
ducted across India on Sunday,
with around 22.7 lakh candi-
dates attempting what is now
being widely described as “one
of the most difficult NEET-UG
papers”. With Physics proving
particularly tough, Biology
unusually  lengthy, and
Chemistry moderately diffi-
cult, experts predict a signifi-
cant drop in the cut-off for
medical college admissions
this year.

Sudha Shenoy, a parent-rep-
resentative from Mumbai who
mentors medical education
aspirants, explained the diffi-
culty level of the exam paper.
“Physics was high difficulty,
Biology lengthy, and
Chemistry average. Overall,
not an easy paper, so ranks
will get well distributed,” she
said.

Drawing parallels with the
earliest years of NEET, Shenoy
added, “2016 was the first
NEET batch where govern-
ment medical college admis-
sion was done through the
Common Entrance Test (CET),
and private and deemed col-
lege admissions were through
NEET. The cut-off went low
due to the tough paper, and
nobody scored 720/720.”

Commenting on student
reactions, she noted, “Students
came out crying as they had
not expected such a high diffi-
culty level, considering the

paper had been relatively easy
from 2018 onwards. They have
been getting three hours and
twenty minutes since 2020,
but time management still
proved challenging with this
paper”

Brijesh Sutaria, a Mumbai-
based medical education
activist, emphasised that
Physics continues to be the
decisive subject in NEET-UG.
“T've always said that Physics is
the game-changer - it can
make or break a student’s
score. This year’s paper rein-
forced that with its tough, con-
cept-driven numericals requi-
ring extra focus and prepara-
tion,” he said.

On the other subjects, he
added, “Chemistry was mod-
erately difficult, especially
with tricky reactions in

Organic and Physical
Chemistry, while Biology
remained largely NCERT-

based and scoring, though
speed and accuracy were still
essential”

Importantly, Sutaria raised
concerns about the fairness of
the examination process,
referring to emerging reports
of question paper leaks in
some states. “Such incidents
not only damage the integrity
of the exam but also demoral-
ise sincere aspirants. Strict
action must be taken against
the culprits. I sincerely hope
this doesn't delay or distort the
result process for lakhs of
hardworking students.”

Additionally, reactions from
students and parents on
Sunday reflected a deep sense
of anxiety and frustration.

Several students said they felt
completely unprepared for
the paper’s unexpected diffi-
culty. “We've been solving past
years” papers and mock tests,
but nothing matched this.
Physics drained us, Biology
took too much time, and there
wasn't enough breathing room
to revise anything,” one stu-
dent said.

Parents too were left dis-
heartened by the situation. “I
was not worried so much dur-
ing my own exams. Today’s
kids are really hardworking.
But our country’s system is
pathetic. These exams are not
selection rounds but elimin-
ation rounds,” said one parent.

Another parent criticised
what they perceived as a puni-
tive approach by the exam
body. “The unusually tough

paper is a rebound effect by
the National Testing Agency
after last year’s fiasco,” they
said, referring to allegations of
widespread paper leaks in
NEET UG 2024. “But it’s not
fair on the kids. Biology and
Chemistry were quite moder-
ate, but the overall paper was
unreasonably tough.”

With widespread agree-
ment among experts, students
and families that NEET UG
2025 was far more difficult
than expected, the focus now
shifts to how the National
Testing Agency (NTA) will
handle the evaluation and
result declaration process.

Mahendra Ganpule, former
president of the Maharashtra
Headmasters’ Association,
welcomed the move.

“I
am excited yet nervous about
the results tomorrow. I had
prepared my best and hope
that the results turn out to be
good,” she said.

The 2024 exams saw an
overall pass percentage of
93.37%, with girls outperform-
ing boys at 95.44% compared
to 91.60%. This year’s pass rate
is expected to improve
further.

The examinations were con-
ducted by the board’s nine divi-
sional offices: Pune, Nagpur,
Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar,
Mumbai, Kolhapur, Amravati,
Nashik, Latur, and Konkan.

MUMBAI

Revenue Minister
Chandrashekhar Bawankule
on Sunday announced the
launch of the ‘One District,
One Registration' scheme,
which will enable citizens to
register their property at any
sub-registrar’s office within
their district.

Currently, people have to go
for registration to the sub-reg-
istrar’s office in the area where
they buy property. “This initi-
ative will ease the registration
process by saving time and
reducing paperwork for the
public,” Bawankule said.

The BJP minister said the
government would soon
implement the ‘One State, One
Registration’ concept, which
will allow property registra-
tion across districts regardless
of their location.

“Under this plan, for
example, a property in Nagpur
could be registered from any
district in the state,” he said.
Bawankule was speaking to
reporters in Pune.

He said strict action would
be taken against those officials
indulging in corruption in
land records offices and taking
bribes for property registra-
tions. “Like politicians, officials
should also publicly declare
their assets,” he said.

Bawankule said dismissal
proceedings against senior
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revenue department officials
found guilty of corruption
would be initiated soon.

About the recent tensions
over land acquisition for the
Purandar airport project in
Pune district, Bawankule said,
“It is completely unacceptable
that farmers were subjected to
lathi charge. If required, a
meeting will be held under
Chief Minister Devendra
Fadnavis's leadership to
resolve the issue.”

Bawankule said Fadnavis's
tenure has been successful and
transparent. “He and Deputy
Chief Ministers Eknath Shinde
and Ajit Pawar are working
together like brothers. I have
witnessed this unity,” he said.

‘67% of posts
in minority
department
still vacant’

More than 67% of sanctioned
posts in minority departments
in the state remain unfilled,
Samajwadi Party legislator
Rais Shaikh claimed on
Sunday.

The shortage of manpower
has severely paralysed oper-
ations and hindered the
implementation of welfare
schemes for minority com-
munities, the MLA said, cit-
ing official data obtained
from the department.

Shaikh said he wrote to
Deputy Chief Minister Ajit
Pawar demanding urgent
action to address the issue.
“Out of 609 sanctioned posts
across various minority insti-
tutions, only 198 have been
filled. The remaining 410
vacancies — nearly 67% — have
crippled the department’s
functionality,” he stated.

The affected institutions

include the Minority
Department, the
Commissionerate, the
Minority  Training and

Research Institute, the Waqf
Board, the Maulana Azad
Board, the Jain Corporation,
the Waqf Tribunal, and others,
the MLA claimed.

The data exposes a systemic
failure on the part of the gov-
ernment to prioritise minority
welfare, despite the commu-
nity’s significant population
share, the legislator added.
