1. Bid Security (Earnest Money Deposit)

1.1. Bidders are required to give an earnest money deposit of an amount Rs
1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakh Only) at the time of submission of the technical bid. The
EMD should be submitted in the form of Banker's Cheque or Demand Draft drawn in
favour of State Bank of India, LHO, Bhopal to be submitted at AGM (P&E), SBI, LHO, Bhopal
and payable at Bhopal. Offers not accompanied with EMD will not be accepted. This
shall carry no interest and shall be retained by the bank. EMDs of unsuccessful bidders
will be returned after finalization of Tender process and award of work.

Rates and Prices

a) As the number of branches and area is quite large, it is considered that it is beyond the capability
of one vendor to carry out the same. In view of the above the work may be distributed amongst the
Vendors/Bidders at L-1 rates. The allocation of work will be done in the following manner provided the
vendors at L-2, L-3 etc., are willing to accept L-1 rates:

b) L1 will get approx. 400+25 Branches/Offices for providing service support; it may be falling under
02 AOs or 08 to 10 RBO’s.

c) L2 will get approx. 35025 Branches/Offices for providing service support; it may be falling under
02 AOs or 07 to 09 RBO’s.

d) L3, L4 and L5 each will get approx. 320+25 Branches/Offices for providing service support; it may
be falling under 01 AO or 05-07 RBOs.

e) In case any/each of L2 to L5 are not willing to work for L1 rates than the offer will pass to the next
vendor’s i.e. L6, L7 and so on. In case L-1 rates are accepted by less than 05 vendors, then remaining
work will be equally distributed among vendors, who are agreed to work on L-1 rates.

f) In the event of non-acceptance of L-1 rates by other Firms, the L-1 Firm will be required to undertake
the work of all branches and the Bank has its discretion as deemed necessary to whether to allot all the
work to L-1 bidder or go for retendering.

Q) The Bank will award the Contract to the successful vendor who has been determined to qualify to
perform the Contract satisfactorily, and whose bid has been determined to be responsive, and is the
lowest evaluated Bid i.e L-1.

h) In case L-1 shows unwillingness to work than again commercial bidding (Online /Offline) will be
done. The L-1 vendor who after bidding showed unwillingness to do work, his EMD/ Security Deposit will
be forfeited and will not be allowed to participate in future tender process for two years.

i) The Bank reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease the numbers
of branches or numbers of fire extinguishers required or change in location where equipments are to be
supplied from what was originally specified while floating the EOI without any change in unit price or any
other terms and conditions.

)] It will be mandatory to accept work of Regions comprising of urban as well as rural branches and
vendor should be willing to take up work of supply, installation and maintenance together. Once final list
of panel is arrived at after financial bid, Bank has a right to allot the work / areas / region to any vendors
based on commonality in Fire Extinguisher so as to have a better vendor management and also as per
the emergent requirement of the Bank the work could be assigned to any vendor.

k) Rates to be quoted inclusive of cost of travel, boarding, lodging and other taxes etc. but exclusive of
GST only as applicable. No other charges will be accepted by the bank.

l) L-1 price quoted by any of the bidder will be finalized/fixed and the same rates will be approved by the
bank for captioned work at branches/ offices located in the state of Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh.

m) Rates shall be valid for 3 years from date of approval. After expiry of said validity period, the contract
may be extended, at the sole discretion of the Bank for a maximum of further two years, at a time at the
same rates, terms & conditions. The extension of contract will be based on the feedback on performance
of the Firm.

1) Water Type Fire Extinguishers: It should be of gas cartridge type and stored pressure
type, provided with squeeze grip control valve operating mechanism overall
conforming to IS 15683 and ISI marked.

2) Dry Chemical Powder (DCP/ABC) Type Fire Extinguishers: It should be of gas cariridge
type and stored pressure type provided with squeeze grip control valve operating
mechanism overall conforming to IS 15683 and IS marked.

3) Carbon Dioxide Type Fire Extinguishers: It should be of wheel type control valve
operating mechanism over all conforming to IS 15683 and ISI Marked.

Note: All components of above fire extinguishers should satisfy the requirements of
construction material, dimensions, sizes, ratings, tests criteria and all other requirements as
per IS 15683:2018 and it should be overall conforming to IS 15683 with ISI mark. The CE
certified brand shall be preferred.

b) CONSTRUCTION: The cylinder body, expansion space, neck ring, cap, gas cartridge and
cartridge holder, plunger rod and piercing mechanism, cap joint washer, hose. Nozzle and
bottom ring shall be confirmed as per Indian Specification (IS: 15683).

c) MANUFACTURING TESTS: The Extinguishers shall comply all manufacturing tests specified in
the IS: 15683, like leakage test, burst strength test, impact resistance test, hose assemblies
test, safety locking device eftc.

d) COLOUR: The colour for extinguisher bodies shall be in fire red colour confirming to IS: 05
and paint shall confirm to IS: 2932.

e) MARKING:

i. The operating, recharging and inspection and maintenance instructions shall be in the
form of an etched or embossed metal nameplate or band, or an acceptable pressure-
sensitive nameplate attached to the side of the extinguisher body, or in the form of silk-
screening of paint directly on the extinguisher body. The marking shall identify the
extinguisher as to type of media and shall include the manufacturer's name and model
number and the rating and classification of the fire extinguisher.

i. The marking shall include a sequential serial number.

ii. The year of manufacture, or the last two digits of the calendar year, and the factory
test pressure shall permanently marked into the extinguisher body or non-transferable
nameplate. Extinguishers manufactured in the first three months of a calendar year
may be marked with the previous year as the date of manufacturer.

iv. The marking shall include a reference to the range of temperatures at which the
extinguisher is usable, such as acceptable to use at temperature from..... to ... or the
equivalent.

v. The applicable statement or the equivalent shall be included in the marking: Recharge
immediately after any use.
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The gas cartridge shall be permanently marked with:
a. Empty mass in gram,

b. Nominal full mass in gram,

c. Year of manufacturer, and

d. Name or code of the manufacturer.

The marking on each extinguisher shall include its exact gross mass or minimum and
maximum gross mass, which may be expressed by a tolerance. The gross mass shall
include the mass of the charged extinguisher and discharge assembly.

The Extinguisher shall be marked with BIS standard. The use of standard mark will be
governed by the provisions of the BIS Act 1986.

Operating instructions: the operating instructions shall be arranged as follows:

a) Word “INSTRUCTIONS” shall be at the top of the nameplate.

b) Operating instructions shall be in the form of numerically sequenced photograph.

The sequence shall be as follows:

v Making ready the extinguisher by disengaging the safety locking device,

v Aiming the extinguisher at the base of fire, included recommended distance
from the fire at which to begin discharge, and indicating the intended operating
attitude of the extinguisher,

v' Taking whatever action necessary to initiate operation of the extinguishers, and

v' Describing the infended method of applying the extinguishing media on the fire.

The extinguisher shall be marked with letters A", “B”, and “C" indicating their suitability
for respective class of fires.

6. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS OF ABC TYPE MODULAR TYPE SELF EXTINGUISHING FIRE EXTINGUISHER,

The following important features should be:

a) An automatic detection and suppression system together in a single unit and should be
reusable cylinder.

b) The system should provide Automatic round the clock protection and non-freezing.

The cylinder should be MIG welded M.S. Body 2mm CRC Sheet upper part of which is
fitted with adapter or flange for fixing on ceiling wall and below part fixed automatic
release Nozzle based on Sprinkler technology unlike the sprinkler nozzle is gas tight the
release temperature is adjusted with sprinkler bulb as 57 to 68 degree centigrade with
pressure gauge fitted for instant verification of reliability of every unit.

Nozzle should give more than 95% discharge and scattering cone on 40 to 45-degree
angle.

7. SERVICING, REFILLING & MAINTENANCE OF FIRE EXTINGUISHERS

The visiting mechanic / technician of the firm/vendor who should be in possession of clearly
visible identity card and authority letter issued by Firm, shall carry out the Periodic Inspection
of fire extinguishers as per given schedule. The following procedure shall be followed for
maintenance of fire extinguishers. Check all the components of the extinguisher as per the
maintenance check list given for each type of extinguisher as under.

Use the existing fire extinguishers due for refiling for training of staff members.

Examine the extinguisher’s body internally & externally for corrosion and any kind of
damaged condition. Damaged and corroded extinguishers should be removed
from service. Corroded gas cartridge should also be replaced.

If weight of Co2 gas is reduced in the cartridge by more than 10% then, use the
extinguisher for fraining purpose and replace the cartridge with fully recharged new
cartridge.

Clean the exterior of the extinguisher, polish the painted portion with wax polish, the
brass/gun metal parts with metal polish, chromium plated parts with silver polish and
plastic components to be thoroughly washed with soap solution and sun dried.

For external surface of the fire extinguisher in respect of painting, the surface should
be re-painted as per the requirements in fire red colour.
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Examine nozzle, strainer, vent holes, internal discharge tube and sealing washer;
replace them if not in good condition. Otherwise clean them thoroughly.

Ensure that the cap washer is infact and also grease the threads of the cap, plunger
etc.

Check the operating mechanism for free movement and piercing mechanism for
proper working.

Refill the fire extinguishers with clean water.

FIRE EXTINGUISHER: WATER (Stored Pressure) TYPE

Examine and verify that the pressure gauge is indicating the internal pressure correctly,
if the extinguisher shows a loss of pressure, it should be used for training to the staff and
sent for recharging/refilling.

Examine the extinguisher’'s body externally for corrosion. Damaged and corroded

extinguishers should be removed from service.

Clean the exterior of the extinguisher, polish the painted portion with wax polish, the
brass/gun metal parts with metal polish, chromium plated parts with silver polish

and plastic components to be thoroughly washed with soap solution and sun dried.

For external surface of the fire extinguisher in respect of painting, the surface should be
re-painted as per the requirements in fire red colour.

FIRE EXTINGUISHER: DCP CARTRIDGE TYPE

The dry powder extinguisher should be opened in a room for a minimum possible tfime to avoid effect
of atmospheric moisture on powder. All dry powder extinguishers should be inspected and
maintained in accordance with the following.

Use the fire extinguisher for training of staff members, if refiling is due.

Check the operating mechanism (discharge control) for free movement and closing.
Examine nozzle, hose, vent holes, plunger of cap, cartridge holder, grease, wipe and
clean.

If weight of Co2 gas is reduced in the cartridge by more than 10% then, use the
extinguisher for training purpose and replace the cartridge with fully recharged new
cartridge.

Remove the inner shell (if any) and clean port holes.

Clean the exterior of the extinguisher, polish the painted portion with wax polish, the
brass/gun metal parts with metal polish, chromium plated parts with silver polish and
plastic components to be thoroughly washed with soap solution and sun dried.
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Empty the dry powder in a dry container and examine for caking, lumps and foreign
matter, if foreign matter or caking are present, replace it with new dry powder.
Examine the extinguisher’'s body internally & externally for corrosion and any kind of
damage conditions with torch. Damaged and corroded extinguishers should be
removed from service. Corroded gas cartridge should also be replaced.

Clean the extinguisher using dry air.

Return the original charge to the extinguisher and fit the cartridge and other fittings, if
not due for refilling.

For external surface of the fire extinguisher in respect of painting, the surface should
be re-painted as per the requirements in fire red colour.

The original seal of the refill powder packet with ISI mark should be opened in front of the
Bank staff or the authorized staff. The old cartridge will be utiized by way of giving
demonstration/training to all staff members during the refiling.

FIRE EXTINGUISHER: ABC (STORED PRESSURE) TYPE

Examine and verify that the pressure gauge or any other pressure indicating device
fitted in is indicating the internal pressure correctly, if the extinguisher shows a loss of
pressure, it should be used for training to the staff and send for recharging/refilling.

Examine the extinguisher’'s body externally for corrosion. Damaged and corroded
extinguishers should be removed from service.

Clean the exterior of the extinguisher, polish the painted portion with wax polish, the
brass/gun metal parts with metal polish, chromium plated parts with silver polish and
plastic components to be thoroughly washed with soap solution and sun dried.

For external surface of the fire extinguisher in respect of painting, the surface should
be re-painted as per the requirements in fire red colour.

FIRE EXTINGUISHER: CARBON DIOXIDE (CO2) TYPE

Examine extinguisher body externally. Damaged or corroded extinguisher should be
replaced.

Examine hose, horn and assembly and clean. In case of trolley mounted
extinguisher, examine the wheel carriage for free movement.

If extinguisher needs to be refilled (if the weight of Co2 gas has reduced by more
than 10%) then, use the extinguisher for training purpose and send the extinguisher
for recharging.

The firm shall be responsible for all injury to the work or workman to persons, animals or things and for
all damages to the structural and/or decorative part of property which may arise from the operations or
neglect, whether such injury or damage arise from carelessness, accident or any other cause
whatsoever in any way connected with the carrying out of this contract.

Should any loss or damages occur, the vendor shall initiate and persue claim till settlement and
promptly makes arrangements for repair and/or replacement of any damaged item to the satisfaction of
the Bank, irrespective of settlement of claim by the underwriter.

9. INDEMNITY:

Firm hereby undertake to indemnify and keep harmless the SBI from any damages, prosecution, other
legal suits and claims arising out of any mishaps occurring at the site due to faulty work or non
performance of the services in proper manner and for violating rules and regulations, any possible
damage to the building and members of public in course of execution of the work for which firm shall
be solely responsible.
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In case of any damage to property by the Firm, SBI shall have the right to recover the cost of such
damages from payments due to the Firm and decision of the SBI shall be binding on the Firm.

In the event of any damage to the loose furniture, interiors, computers and such other equipment or to
the existing building structure etc., during carrying out the contract works, the cost of repairing the
same including the cost of replacement if any will be recovered from the Firm.

If the Firm fails to improve the standards of safety in its operation to the satisfaction of SBI after being
given a reasonable opportunity to do so, and/or if the firm fails to take appropriate safety precautions
or to provide necessary safety devices and equipment or to carry out instructions regarding safety
issued by the authorized SBI official, the SBI shall have the right to take corrective steps at the risk and
cost of the Firm after giving a notice of not less than seven days indicating the steps that would be
taken by State Bank of India.

Before commencing the work, the firm shall appoint/ nominate a responsible officer to supervise
implementation of all safety measures and liaison with his counterpart of State Bank of India.

The Firm’s obligations with respect to indemnity will survive the expiry or termination of this agreement
for whatever reason.

10. TERMINATION:

a) Notwithstanding any other grounds for termination stated herein above, this agreement may be
terminated by giving one month notice by the Bank without assigning any reason for the same.

b) The Bank may also terminate this agreement with immediate effect, if the performance of the firm is
not found satisfactory by the Bank on review of the performance of the firm in execution of a work
order issued by it.

¢) Notwithstanding any right to levy penalty in terms of this agreement and/or taking any other action,
the Bank reserves the right to terminate this agreement besides levying penalty, if breach of any of the
terms and conditions of this agreement or empanelment letter or RFP is detected or observed on the
part of the firm by the Bank and the Firm fails to rectify such breach on being intimated by the Bank
within 15 days of such intimation.

d) This agreement shall be automatically terminated if the Firm is depanelled or empanelment of the
firms is cancelled, revoked or suspended by the Bank, or has ceased to be in force by efflux of time or
for any reason whatsoever.

11. NOTICES, CORRESPONDENCES AND OTHER COMMUNICATIONS:

All notices, correspondences and communications between the parties may be made either through
electronic mode or hand delivery or any other mode of communications, at the addresses mentioned
herein below; which may be altered only by a written communication in writing, accepted by the other

party;

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12. FORCE MAJEURE:

a) No Party shall be liable or responsible to the other Party, nor be deemed to have defaulted
under or breached this Agreement, for any failure or delay in fulfilling or performing any term(s) of this
Agreement when and to the extent such failure or delay is caused by or results from acts beyond the
impacted Party’s (“Impacted Party”) reasonable control, including, without limitation, the following force
majeure events (“Force Majeure Event(s)”) that frustrates the purpose of this Agreement:

(i) acts of God; (ii) flood, fire, earthquake or explosion; (iii) war, invasion, hostilities (whether war is
declared or not), terrorist threats or acts, riot or other civil unrest; (iv) government order or law; (v)
actions, embargoes or blockades in effect on or after the date of this Agreement; (vi) action by any
governmental authority; (vii) national or regional emergency; (viii) strikes, labor stoppages or
slowdowns or other industrial disturbances; (ix) epidemic, pandemic or similar influenza or bacterial
infection; (x) other similar events beyond the reasonable control of the Impacted Party.

b) It is specifically understood between the parties that commercial hardship or the price escalation
of the materials or parts thereof shall not be any ground for pleading force majeure for non-completion
of the work by the Firm.

13. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

a) All dispute arising out of or relating to this agreement or to the execution of work order by the
Firm shall be settled amicably between the parties. In case no amicable solution is reached between
the parties, then the matter may be referred to the Asst General Manager (P&E), State Bank of India,
Bhopal Circle, who may either himself look into the matter or, in his discretion, nominate any Officer of
the Bank to look into and resolve the dispute between the parties and the decision of the Bank or the
Officer so nominated by the Bank, as the case may be, shall be final and binding upon the parties.

b) The Civil Courts at Bhopal alone shall have exclusive jurisdiction to adjudicate upon any issue
arising out of or connected with this agreement.
